Administration fee of $110.
· All fees, expenses and costs incurred, including agistment, vet and farrier services will be paid by the mare owner in full prior to the departure of the mare from the breeding centre.
· All veterinary expensed incurred by the mare, including pregnancy tests, will be paid by the mare owner. The mare owner warrants that to their knowledge the mare is in good health and has not been in contact with any infectious diseases. 
· This contract provides for one (1) Breeder’s Certificate. If multiple embryos are retrieved from one breeding, it will be the responsibility of the Mare Owner to notify the stallion manager of the number transferred and once there is an additional embryo(s) at 45-day positive pregnancy check, an additional Breeding Fee(s) of $3,300 will be due. 

· The Stallion Owner reserves the right to refuse any mare for service
· A Live Foal Guarantee (LFG) is given with return privilege the following season. It is understood that if the foal does not stand up and nurse, the Mare Owner will be entitled to a return privilege. This guarantee applies only if the Mare Owner notifies the Stallion Owner within one week from death of foal. This notice must be accompanied by a statement from a licensed veterinarian and return of any breeding certificate issued. If the Mare is to be returned and the Mare Owner fails to deliver her for re-breeding the following year, then any, and all fees will be forfeited, and the return privilege will be lost. Unless arrangements are made with Stallion owner.  There is no LFG on the return privilege service. There will be an administration fee of $110 on all rebreeds. The Mare Owner will have to cover all costs other than the Service Fee.
· This contract shall not be assigned or transferred by the mare owner without the written consent of the stallion owner or his agent.
· Liability:- Whilst the mare is in the custody of the Breeding centre the Breeding Centre or Stallion owner shall not be liable for any sickness, disease injury or death which may be suffered by the mare or its progeny. The Breeding Centre warrants all necessary precautions will be taken to ensure the wellbeing of the mare and its progeny.
Shipped Semen
· Shipped semen fees are to be paid by the mare owner to Hawkins Equine Breeding Centre.
· Diligent effort must be made to get the mare pregnant.  The Mare Owner undertakes to employ the services of an accredited artificial insemination equine breeding veterinarian preferably listed by the Australian Equine Veterinary Association.  
· NO WARRANTY. Stallion Owner and Hawkins Equine Breeding Centre make no warranty or guarantee, express or implied, with respect to the Fresh or Frozen semen, including, without limitation, the warranty of fitness for a particular purpose. Semen manager makes no guarantee of delivery within a certain time period and makes no guarantee that the fresh or frozen semen will safely arrive at its insemination point without losing integrity, quality or characteristics.
· The Mare Owner will inform the Hawkins Equine Breeding Centre of the results of the 42-day pregnancy check and an invoice will be issued if positive. A “Breeder’s Certificate” will be issued when all monies due under the agreement have been paid.
